Queen Emma Kalanikaumakaamano Kaleleonalani Naea Rooke 

 
Emma was born on January 2, 1836 

to High Chief George Naea and High 
Chiefess Fanny Kekelaokalani Young. 
She was the great-granddaughter of 
Keli‘imaika‘i, a half-brother of 
Kamehameha the Great.  In accordance 
with Hawaiian custom, Emma was 
adopted at birth by her childless aunt, 
Chiefess Grace Kama‘iku‘i Young, and 
her husband, Doctor Thomas C.C. 
Rooke. 

Emma was educated in Honolulu at 
the Royal School, along with the royal 
cousins of her generation who would 
eventually lead the Hawaiian Kingdom in both government and 
community affairs. In 1856, she married Alexander Liholiho, who had 
assumed the throne as Kamehameha IV a year earlier. Two years later, 
in 1858, Emma gave birth to a son, Prince Albert Edward Kauikeaouli 
Leiopapa a Kamehameha. 

The queen busied herself tending to royal palace affairs, including 
the expansion of the royal scholarly library. Inspired by her father’s 
work and the catastrophic decline of Hawaiians due to disease, Emma 
encouraged her husband to help establish a public hospital. As a result, 
Queen’s Hospital opened in 1860 providing medical and hospital 
services for native Hawaiians. 

Queen Emma experienced the tragedy of losing what was most 
treasured in her life as mother and beloved wife - both her son and 
husband died within the span of a year; she was only 27 years of age. 
She continued to worked for the good of the Hawaiian people, 
establishing an Anglican cathedral and a school for girls in Hawaii. 
Emma was known and loved for her humanitarian efforts throughout 
the Islands. 
    When King Lunalilo died in 1874, he failed to make the necessary 

legal pronouncement of his heir.  It is said that his choice was Emma. 
Instead, an election was held, Emma was defeated by David Kalakaua. 
She retired from public life, yet beloved as Queen Dowager.  She died 
on April 25, 1885 at the age of 49. 
    Her legacy lives on in many ways – Queen’s Medical Center, 

Queen Emma Foundation, St. Andrew’s Priory School, St. Andrew’s 
Cathedral, and ‘Iolani School are a few examples.

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MESSAGE FROM ALI‘I ‘AIMOKU 

It is difficult to believe that we have come to the close of the first decade of the new millennium, and are entering the second decade 
on January 1st.  Time has quickly sped by and it is very evident on how quickly we must now move to keep up with the world around 
us.  This past year has proved to be another challenging one for our chapter and its membership, but the simple truth is that we 
continue to move forward as we proclaim in song each time we meet – I mua, I mua e Na Kamehameha / Forward, ever forward we 
who call ourselves (Brothers) Kamehameha. 
Significant events that we have participated during these past twelve months include celebrations, commemorations and changes: 
 The beginning of the year saw the involvement of ROOKI in the state legislative sessions in support of legislation calling for 
a full moratorium on the sale, exchange or transfer of “ceded” lands.  With the Ali'i Chapter taking the lead, a committee of ROOKI 
members was formed to monitor resolutions in both the State House and Senate.  Although a full moratorium was not achieved, 
legislation was passed that requires a 2/3 vote for any transactions involving “ceded” lands.  Future state and federal legislation may 
call upon us for our involvement. 
 Our chapter experienced the appointment of a new Ali'i ‘Aimoku with the challenge of having our chapter continue to move 
forward with the activities that were planned.  I am sincerely thankful that Ali'i Charles Tilton took hold of the reins, and multi-tasked 
himself to be Kaka‘olelo, Ku‘auhau, and ‘A‘ipu‘upu‘u all at once until replacements could be found. 

In June, Chapter #1 led the coordination and planning of the ceremonies surrounding the commemoration of Kamehameha I,  
which was quickly followed by the first ever two-day June ‘Aha ‘Ula held in Honolulu at the Miramar Hotel and the Queen’s 
Conference Center. 

The ‘Aha Hipu‘u held the annual Kalani Ali'i Awards Luncheon in July at the Hale Koa Hotel.  These events, along with 
other 2009 events were ably chaired by Ali'i Sir William Souza who is the current Chairperson of the ‘Aha Hipu‘u.  I congratulate and 
sincerely thank him for continuing his work in organizing and coordinating these events. Two significant events that were organized 
by Ali'i Sir Souza were the November 1st All Faith Service for St. Damien at ‘Iolani Palace, and the commemoration services for King 
Kamehameha V at Ali'iolani Hale on December 11th. 

 
In October, I had the privilege, along with Kaka’olelo 

Charles Tilton to travel to Belgium and Rome for the Canonization 
of Father Damien. I am proud to say that we both witnessed the 
canonization in full regalia of the Royal Order of Kamehameha I.  

It was a memorable trip and I am glad to say that the Royal Order 

was present as witnesses.  Formal letters of introduction were 
presented to the Royal Family of the Belgians, and the Roman 
Catholic Church will hold records of the event in their archives. 

In reference to the St. Damien event, I received a comment 
from the palace curator that he “never witnessed an event on palace 

grounds that grand in splendor” with the Royal Societies and the 
Hawaiian community.  The Royal Order took the lead in the event 

with the honor of carrying Father Damien’s reliquary in procession 
by two of Chapter 1’s members – Ali'i Sir Dathan Kepilino and 
Mamo Hawaii Pi‘imauna Gora, both who have long ties to the 
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Order and descend from prominent, faithful Catholic Hawaiian families.  

 
Then we attended this year’s Papa Ali'i in Kona.  It was a significant year in our history with the election of a new Ali'i Nui – 

Ali'i Sir William Roback and the appointment of a new Kalaimoku, Sir Edward Akana.  We look forward to establishing a new 
administration with the stated goals of “leading by example” and the promise of advancing the possibility of re-uniting members who 
still recognize themselves as the Royal Order of Kamehameha I, but operate on a different and alternate path than ours. 

The Ali’iolani Hale ceremony on December 11th, was made more poignant and special with the Honorable Chief Justice 
Ronald Moon dressed in his Ali'i cape of the Royal Order. He stated that it was the first time since being caped, but anticipates more 
opportunity to join us as a member of the Order at future events.  It was announced that the December 11, 2009 event would be his last 
as “official” host at the Hawaii Supreme Court, but hopes that this will be a continuing tradition.  Also making the day a truly royal 
event was the arrangement of having King Kamehameha memorabilia on display for a few hours that afternoon.  Mahalo nui to the 
Medcalf’s who generously allowed the display to be shared. 

There are also continuing meetings of representatives from the Royal Societies, civic clubs, and numerous Hawaiian 
agencies, organizations, groups and individuals who gather to discuss protocol, responsibilities, and other related issues involving 
‘Iolani Palace and other structures on its grounds, as well as the grounds themselves.  Committees have been formed to do preliminary 
discussion and planning regarding membership, protocol and other related issues in an attempt to lay some foundation for guidelines 
of use of ‘Iolani Palace and its grounds.  Talks are still preliminary and in infant stages. 

My hope in the new year is that we continue to advance our Chapter by growing in numbers with not only new members, but 
to also encourage members who have retired to the side lines to once again be an active part of what we do.  We still have a busy 
calendar, just as we do each and every year, but in addition, we have the opportunity to establish a youth group based on the principles 
of the Royal Order, and to nurture future members of the Order.  We have begun to investigate the establishment of a 501(c)3 non-
profit organization to assist in obtaining financial advantages.  In June, plans are already in motion to construct a float entry for the 
Order.  Fundraising must be an issue in the forefront, as this year’s Papa Ali'i will be held on O‘ahu.   Although not the responsibility 
of Hawaii Chapter as host, we have and will continue to be available for any assistance Kapuaiwa Chapter 8 may require from us.  
Each Chapter #1 member, whether Ali'i or Mamo Hawaii is strongly requested to be present during the weekend of October 21-23. 

I would like to also establish a small committee of members to research our available records to compile a list of Hawaii 
Chapter’s roster of honorary members.  These members are an untapped resource that we have failed to involve, recognize or continue 
to maintain any/all correspondence and communication.  These are members that should be invited to public appearances and 
gatherings that we hold. 

I would like to encourage our members to voice their concerns and to remember the traditions that the Royal Order of 
Kamehameha I preserves.  We are all here to gain more knowledge, but to do it in the time honored way that our Kupuna conducted 
themselves.  When we speak or act, we speak and act in honor of those that came before us; we speak and act for the future 
generations that we pave the way for, we do not speak or act for ourselves or our personal gain.  We speak and act for the Good of the 
Order. 

E ho‘omau na ho‘opomaika‘i o Ke Akua ma luna o makou pakahi i ka makou naue ‘ana i mua o na hana no‘eau i ka inoa ‘o 
Kamehameha.  May the blessings of God continue upon each of us as we move forward with the honorable works in the name of 
Kamehameha.
